Meet Some of the Wonderful Pets That VPAS Has Helped This Year

Meet Molly, the tiny, white Multipoo. When Molly was only 10 weeks old, one of her legs was broken when she was dropped by a 

family member. After having surgery to repair her broken leg she was 

on her way to recovery. A few weeks later, while Molly’s leg was still in a cast she was jumping on the bed with a family member and was bounced off, only to break her leg for a second time. Molly’s family could not afford to undergo surgery again and asked VPAS to take Molly and to foot the bill for her second surgery. Thanks to the doctors and staff of Shaw Pet Hospitals, Molly received her second surgery and began the slow road to recovery, again. Molly is now 8 months old and has almost fully recovered from her ordeal. Through VPAS, Molly found a loving home, and despite a slight limp on her previously broken leg, she is a happy and healthy puppy. Thank you to the staff of Shaw Pet Hospitals for donating their time to fix Molly’s leg, and to all of those who made donations to help cover the costs of surgical supplies for Molly.

Meet Another of the Wonderful Pets That VPAS Helped This Year

Meet Wink (AKA Jackie), the Jack Russell Terrier puppy. When Wink was only 5 weeks old she sustained an injury to her right eye. Poor Wink’s eye was left untreated and by the time she was seen by a vet, at 7 weeks of age, the damage to her eye was so severe that it could not be saved. Wink’s owner was not able to afford the surgery that Wink so urgently needed, so she asked VPAS to care for Wink and to help find her a new home. Luckily the staff of Shaw Pet Hospitals donated their time to perform the surgery to remove Wink’s badly damaged eye. Thank you to all of those who made donations to purchase the supplies to make Wink’s surgery possible. Wink is now 6 months old and spends her days running around on her farm, playing with other Jack Russell Terriers and her new family.

What’s In Store For VPAS in 2007?
VPAS has had a very busy year, successfully finding homes for  more than 150 animals, bringing the total number of adopted pets (since our inception in the year 2000) to over 660. Although VPAS has had great success in finding wonderful homes for many pets, the job is never done. There is always a high volume of homeless animals coming to the shelter in need of help. In an effort to accommodate a higher number of homeless animals, and to cut down on wait times, VPAS is planning some renovations to increase the number of kennels that we have available. The renovations will allow us to accommodate almost twice the number of pets that we can take currently, but it will take many months and an estimated $20,000 before this can happen.
