She was rushed to the vet 

after being found as a stray 

with her face battered and 

bruised. Because Kamo did 

not have an owner to help 

her, VPAS stepped in take 

over her care. 

Kamo had a badly broken 

and infected jaw, a severely 

damaged eye, and she was 

emaciated (likely from not 

After weeks in foster care 

Kamoôs jaw healed up     

perfectly, and although her 

eye could not be repaired, 

she quickly learned to cope 

with compromised vision.  

Not only is Kamo now 

happy and healthy, but she 

is no longer a stray; she has 

been adopted by her foster 

mom and is enjoying every 

minute of her new life.

It took our team of          

veterinary staff and foster 

parents almost 3 months to 

get these little souls ready 

for adoption,  but at last 

they were ready, and it   

didnôt take long before the 

adoption applications     

began rolling in.  

We are very happy to report 

that 4 months after these 13  

little souls arrived at VPAS, 

each and every one of them 

had been adopted.   

None of this would have 

been possible without the 

combined efforts of  each 

and every person who 

helped the kittens along the 

way, and the wonderful 

members of the community 

who donated resources to 

help save these lives.   

 

In June of 2009 VPAS got a 

call from another rescue 

organization; several litters 

of kittens had been found 

in a remote community on 

the northern part of      

Vancouver island and they 

needed our help.  

After a long trip, 13 kittens  

(ranging in age from 3-12 

weeks) arrived at VPAS. All 

of the kittens had respira-

tory and eye infections, and 

all of them needed immedi-

ate veterinary attention.

Little Tripod first arrived at 

VPAS at 10 weeks of age with 

a dislocated shoulder.       

Unfortunately, due to the 

extent of his injuries Tripodôs 

leg could not be saved; it 

needed to be amputated.  

After surgery to remove his 

injured leg, and some time in 

the hospital battling an infec-

tion, Tripod found himself in 

a great foster home where he 

could relax and recuperate. 

After a few weeks in foster 

care, Tripodôs foster family 

became his forever-family; 

he had been adopted!   

Despite everything that  

Tripod went through as a 

young kitten, he has an 

amazing personality and 

has healed up extremely 

well from his ordeal.  He 

has no reservations about 

running around his house 

at full tilt, and playing with 

his friends and toys until 

he just canôt play anymore.

Victoria Pet Adoption Society (VPAS) is a volunteer -run, registered charitable 

foundation. VPAS' goal is to rehabilitate homeless pets and place them into great 

homes.  We take in orphans, unwanted litters, stray and abandoned animals, and 

animals whose owners are no longer able to care for them.  

Most of the pets that arrive at VPAS are in need of some medical attention before 

they are ready for adoption.  Every pet that comes to VPAS is health -checked by a 

veterinarian prior to adoption, is spayed/neutered, is vaccinated, and is treated 

for both internal and external parasites.   

VPAS is funded solely by adoption fees, fundraising events, and donations.      

Therefore, the level of care that we are able to provide to our pets has been made 

possible only by the continued support of community members through donations, 

and by the staff of Shaw Pet Hospitals who donate their time to provide excellent 

veterinary care to all of the animals in our rescue and adoption programs.
